· Byway 13 to Albury Road – this byway had vehicular access which leads onto the highway at a dangerous location.  It was believed that a warning road sign had been there in the past but appeared to be missing.  Cllr Thorpe agreed to investigate. 
· Footpath Volunteers – it was noted that there was already a group of volunteers who cleared and monitored footpaths.  It was also noted that they were creating both walking and marathon routes which would be published in due course.
· Dust and debris from the Pallet Business – it was noted that the issue had been reported to Herts Highways, however there was an issue on the other side, which lead directly to private properties.
